SECTION 7. Conflicting Measures.

This measure is intended to be a comprehensive regulatory scheme concerning the
appointment of presidential electors. Therefore, in the event that this measure and another
initiative measure or measures concerning the appointment of presidential electors shall appear
on the same statewide election ballot, the provisions of the other measure or measures shall be
deemed to be in conflict with this measure. In the event that this measure receives a greater
number of affirmative votes than such conflicting initiative measure or measures, the provisions
of this measure shall prevail in their entirety, and all provisions of the other measure or measures
shall be null and void.

SECTION 8. Severability.
If any provision of this Act, or part thereof, is for any reason held to be invalid or

unconstitutional, the remaining provisions shall not be affected, but shall remain in full force and
effect, and to this end the provisions of this Act are severable.
