








Section 4. CONFLICTING BALLOT MEASURES - If this measure is approved by voters but is
superseded by law or any other conflicting ballot measure approved by the voters at the same
election that affects the protection of farm animals, the provisions of the other measure or
measures shall be deemed to be in conflict with this measure. In the event that this measure
receives a greater number of affirmative votes, the provisions of this measure shall prevail in
their entirety, and each and every provision of the other measure or measures shall be null and
void.

Section 4. SEVERABILITY. - If any provision of this Act, or the application thereof to any
person or circumstances, is held invalid or unconstitutional, that invalidity or unconstitutionality
shall not affect other provisions or applications of this Act that can be given effect without the
invalid or unconstitutional provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this Act are
severable.

Section 5. EFFECTIVE DATES

The provisions of sections 25990, 25991, 25992, 25993, and 25994 shall become operative on
January 1, 2015.
